Fund Drive

Our February 20 speaker from Rotary
District 6270 spoke to us about the
current need and a unigue one-time
opportunity to fund Rotary’s global polio
eradication process through the PolioPlus
Partners program.

The speaker told us about the opportunity
the Rotary Foundation gained viathe
Gates Foundation’s $100 million
challenge grant last fall and asked our
club, as he'sasking al District 6270
clubs, to consider adding special funding
Now.

As aresult of the presentation, Roy
Duxstad put together a small group of
Southwest Rotarians who initially
pledged up to $8,000 in matching funds
against other club member donations,
with the proviso that the club also donate
alike match from club retained earnings.

Roy took this proposal to the club board
at its February meeting. The board
authorized Roy to approach the entire
club with the fundraising proposal
specifying a club retained earnings-
sourced match up to $8,000.

The board also authorized asking the club
permission to pre-pay individual member
pledges to the Rl Foundation and

allowing membersto pay the pledges
back to the club over 1 year.

Between the time of the board meeting
and last week’s club meeting, the “ small
group” matching funds had increased to
$10,000.

During the 2/27/08 club meeting, Roy
described the way the fundraising
program could work:

1. Individua memberswould make, or
pledge a contribution

2. The*“small group” fundswould
match that contribution dollar-for-
dollar up to a cumulative $10,000.

3. Theclub would donate dollar-for-
dollar to match the individual
members’ contributionsup to a
cumulative $8,000.

4. The RI Foundation would match the
sum of 1-3 above at arate of 50
centson the dollar.

5. The Gates Foundation would match
the sum of 1-4 above dollar-for-
dollar.

The net result would be a 9-fold multiple
of each individual member dollar
contributed. Member contributions would
also count toward Paul Harris
Fellowship.

Kim Johnson-Thiel motioned from the
floor that the club match individual
member contributions from retained
earnings up to a cumulative total of
$8,000. Seconded by

An ammending motion made/seconded
(D. Green/ J. Lorfeld) and passed on
voice vote to raise the match to $10,000.
The original, thus ammended motion then
passed on a voice vote.

Motion/second (D. Seefeld / J. Chitwood)
to alow the club to pay the individual
member pledges (excluding the “small
group”) to the Rl Foundation right away
and collect the pledge from members
with quarterly billing over the next year.
Passed on voice vote.

The Great News
$6,200 in individual member pledges
has already been made!

A big thanks goes to all the donors, and
especialy to Roy for putting the whole
package together. As ateam, we have
the opportunity to cause a contribution
to polio eradication of $90,000!
