Four water holding tanks were
installed at Kaliluni Medical
Hospital in Machakos, Kenya
thanks to a $4,000 grant from
our Rotary Club. Two large
tanks were installed on the
hospitals roof and the others on
rafters under the roof. The tanks
will use gravity to distribute
water throughout the hospital
facility. When fully operational
the facility will have 42 inpatient
beds and a large outpatient ward
to serve a population of nearly
22,000 people in the area.
