Today we welcome Betsy Borns, Director of
Safe Families for Children.

Safe Families for Children is a volunteer
driven, professionally supported organization
that provides extended family-like support to
families who need it most. We recruit, vet, and
train members of our community to become
host families, family coaches, family friends,
and/or resource friends to parents who are in
crisis and experiencing social isolation. We
seek to address the need for relationship
support when families are walking through the
stressors of homelessness, domestic abuse,
hospitalization, daycare gaps, and other crises
that destabilize families. We recognize and
value the strengths and abilities of the parents
who seek our support and match them with
volunteers who provide wrap-around relational
support, filling in the gaps that family and
friends and community are meant to offer. We
engage churches who then build teams of
volunteers who work together to step into the
lives of the families we serve.

Betsy Borns is the Director of Safe Families for
Children in NE Wisconsin. She is responsible
for vision, oversight of NE Wisconsin staff and
volunteers, community relationships with
funders, referral sources and churches, and
financial and organizational strategic planning.
Safe Families for Children seeks to keep
children safe and families together.

Safe Families for Children is rooted in faith,
fueled by radical hospitality, disruptive
generosity, and intentional compassion, to build
a network of caring and compassionate
volunteers to support families facing social
isolation.
