Oshkosh and has worked for the Herd since 
starting part-time in college and, after a series 
of promotions, he is now the Senior Group 
Sales Manager.  

This year the Wisconsin Herd, the NBA G League 
affiliate of the Milwaukee Bucks, was recog-
nized as the 2022-23 NBA G League Franchise of 
the Year. This is the first time the Wisconsin 
Herd has won the league’s prestigious award 
since its inaugural season in 2017-18. The team 
was also awarded 2022-23 Promotion of the 
Year for the “Be the Light” Black History Month 
Celebration Platform.  

The Herd experienced significant growth and 
development last season, as the team saw a 17 
percent rise in social media following across all 
platforms and a 17 percent surge in sponsor-
ship sales for the 2022-23 season. The Herd 
drew large crowds at Oshkosh Arena playing 
before 87 percent of capacity for 24 home 
games, selling out 11 of those contests, and 
more than doubling the number of sellouts 
from 2021-22. Wisconsin also set a single-game  

team attendance record on its fifth annual 
School Day presented by BMO, welcoming a 
franchise-best 4,138 fans.  

Trevor enjoys giving back to his community 
through volunteering as a youth basketball 
coach. He lives with his wife, Mackenzie, and 
their goldendoodle named Gianni (yes, 
named after NBA Champion Giannis Ante-
tokounmpo).
